HOW TO GET IN TOUCH WITH A LEGISLATIVE 
REPRESENTATIVE FROM THE HOMETOWN OF THE CADET
 

STATE ELECTION LEGISLATIVE DISTRICTS
 

    Every 10 years, according to our United States Constitution, a CENSUS recount of every man, woman and child, living in a residence MUST BE COUNTED. That means our members of our House of Representatives sent to Washington, D.C., to represent us and the members of all state representatives throughout the nation have their election districts subject to change after the count is taken.

    Because a Civil Air Patrol cadet who is living in a town that is outside of the town where the CAP unit meets, means that the person who is honoring that cadet with a Joint Legislative Resolution, needs to contact the Town Clerk of the town where the cadet lives to find out who their representative is whether it be a State Senator or member of the lower house, be it a member of the General Assembly, House Member, Delegate or any other name of the lower body.  From that local town clerk, you should be able to get the Senator's or member of the lower house's name, address, telephone number to contact them to get the Joint Legislative Resolution.
    LEGISLATIVE COURTESY DEMANDS ANY LEGISALTIVE ACTIVITY MUST COME FROM THE REPRESENTATIVE OR REPRESENTATIVES OF THE PARTY WHO IS BEING HONORED AS THE RECIPIENT NAMED IN THE RESOLUTION.
    The States have a deadline usually the 15th of April to set up every legislative district within their state.  It means that if your state has had a significant reduction or added population within your district, that your old district boundary lines probably have changed.  

    A Gubernatorial Proclamation is not affected by any change because the Governor represents all of the people of the state.
